Railway Safety

We have a secure fence around our school which keeps all our children safe and sound. Many of our children live in the local area and may cross the track with their adult on a regular basis.  We talk about the importance of railway safety regularly with the children in school.

Water Safety

Many of our children walk past these to and from school each day or may visit them at the weekends and during holidays. Road Safety
